Emergency stop manual call point
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@ Installation Instructions

General Description

SensoMAG MHB50 is a manual call point for emergency stopping, or
temporary holding and delaying the extinguishing process, providing
time for evacuation of the protected area.

The call point is designed to work with extinguishing fire control
panels and it is suitable for surface indoor mounting. The pressing of
a non-latching push button provides the delaying of the extinguishing
process on the protected area with a time programmed in advance in
the control panel.

SensoMAG MHB50 is equipped with a transparent protective cover
which helps for minimizing the unwanted activation of the call point.
SensoMAG MHB50 is connected to the “HOLD” input of the
extinguishing panel via COM (common), NO (normally open) and NC
(normally closed) changeover contacts.

Working Principle

In case of a fire alarm in the protected site, the user has to lift up the
protective cover and to press the button to provide an extra time for
evacuation. In this way the extinguishing process will be delayed with
a time set in the control panel.

Testing the Call Point Operation

To test the emergency stop manual call point, single press and
release the push button. The “HOLD ACTIVATED” LED on the front
panel of the extinguishing panel will light on in yellow meaning the
HOLD input on the main PCB has been activated.

To return to normal operation mode of the extinguishing system,
reset the panel.

Maintenance and Service

The manufacturer recommends the call point to be inspected for
visible physical damages every week. Test the call point operation as
a part of the whole extinguishing system according the local
regulations in the country.

In case of damage of the protective transparent cover, it can be
easily replaced with a new one.

Connection to an extinguishing fire alarm panel / CBbp3BaHe KbM noxaporacurerieH naHern

The connection between the extinguishing fire alarm panel and SensoMAG MHB50 call point depends on the type for activation of
the panel’s HOLD input. Before realizing the connection you have to check the type (NO or NC; “open” or “close” action is set for
activation) of the HOLD input of the extinguishing panel. Note: In operation with IVY Extinguishing Fire Alarm panel, set the HOLD
input activation with J4 jumper on the main PCB of the panel. /

Installation Instructions

1. Pick up the cover and take out the kit elements.

2. Mount the base as observe the knockout holes - never locate them at left or right side.

3. Use the special tool to disassemble the front cover from the carrier unit - use the short side
of the tool, fix it to the three holes at the upper side of the front cover. Press down and pull out
the cover from the carrier unit.

4. Pull out with caution the operating element with the button mounted to it from the carrier
unit. The push button is connected to the device PCB. Be careful to not break down the
connection!

5. Connect the installation wires to the call point terminals - see the connection diagrams.

6. Place the carrier unit over the mounting box and use the supplied in the kit screws (M4x8
DIN966) to fix the parts together.

7. Place back the operation element to its place on the carrier unit.

8. Mount the front cover (the transparent protection cover is factory mounted to it).

9. Test the call point functionality and operation.
